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YNU aspires to serve as a vibrant educational hub for a diverse body of students. This section features some

unique services and systems for international students, along with student facilities so that prospective

students can envision campus life at YNU.
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Central Library
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Open and comfortable environments in the central library
guarantee effective reading and studies. With roughly 710,000
books and 1,200 seats, the library is also used as a
multi-functional space equipped with a common learning
space, a working studio, a media hall, a cafe, and other

facilities. There are two other libraries on campus: the Social
Science Library and the Science and Technology Library.
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Student Center
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The center provides one-stop services for consultation and applications
regarding scholarships, tuition exemption, dormitories, visa renewal,
extracurricular activities, exchange programs, job hunting, and so forth.
In addition, automated certificate issuing machines are available for
obtaining various certificates. Students can also use “Nandemo Sodan
Shitsu” (the all-round support service).

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YNU organizes career guidance, company research seminars, a job
interview course, company information sessions, and other events for
international students who wish to find employment in Japan. Our career
support room provides individual career consultation services aside from

posting company information sessions and job offers from companies.

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YNU offers four student dormitories and accommodations, totaling more than 600 rooms. Please find the dormitory that
best suits your needs from the Minezawa International House, which has the purpose of financial aid, the Tokiwadai

International Residence, where you can experience shared living with international students, and the Ooka International
Residence, which includes Yokohama and the Minatomirai area within the commuting range. There is also an

International Student House for international students. In addition, some of the dormitories have barrier-free rooms, and

a limited number of rooms are available for married couples and families.

In addition
to providing consultation on day-to-day study and coursework, the

contact teacher provides ongoing support based on the student's
portfolio.
